3. HGVs Bewholme Lane

A  meeting to be held with PCC Leo Hammond, Ward Cllrs and police regarding issues on Bewholme Lane, all councillors invited to go have a say.

This could not be agreed as there are many who like the flower bed and prefer to look at that rather than a bus shelter. Ward Cllr Jefferson supported Cllr Normans request for a shelter and asked that a request for a new survey of the users be done.
Cllr Jefferson wished to thank everyone involved in the do on the green, praising them for a fantastic event.

Cllr Fawcett requested that permission be given for next year’s event – agreed.
