Cllr Leo Hammond Deputy PCC to speak to Parish Council and residents about concerns.

Cllr Hammond welcomed to the meeting and he explained his role as deputy crime commissioner. The Crime Commissioner has in his time increased the number of officers covering community, rural, transport, Victim support and crime prevention to 100 more than there should be, this is to operate visible policing especially during operation coastline. The force is currently one of the highest ranking at 87%.
Questions from those present to Cllr Hammond in his role as deputy PCC included concerns raised by residents on Church Lane, which he agreed to chase and asked for crime report numbers to help.

Parking within the village again if residents could send him report numbers he would investigate, he also advised on requesting a FOI to see what has been done.

Speeding on Cliff Road, Cllr Hammond suggested getting funding for solar power ANPR cameras which also read speed currently being tested. Funding available for portable flashing speed signs SIDS which may be moved around the village as agreed by highways.
